Some Words of Encouragement

When the world says, “Give up,” Hope whispers, “Try if one
more time.”

Niccolo Paganini was a well-known and gifted 19m-century
violinist. He was also well-known as a great showman with a
quick sense of humor. His most memorable concert was in
Italy with a full orchestra. He was performing before a
packed house and his technique was incredible, his tone
was fantastic and his audience dearly loved him.

Toward the end of his concert, Paganini was astounding his
audience with an unbelievable composition when suddenly
one string on his violin snapped and hung limply from his
instrument. Paganini frowned briefly, shook his head, and
continued to play, improvising beautifully.

Then to everyone’s surprise, a second string broke! And
shortly thereafter, a third!

Almost like a slapstick comedy, Paganini stood there with
three strings dangling from his Stradivarius! But instead of
leaving the stage, Paganini stood his ground and calmly
completed the difficult number on the one remaining string.

This is a wonderful story, but in actuality, Paganini
occasionally broke strings during a performance on purpose
so he could further display his virtuosity.

What do you think is the lesson from this story?

There's no one correct answer, but, for me, the story
reinforces the importance of perseverance under duress. It
might have been easier for Paganini to walk off the stage
and demand a different violin, disrupting the concert, or
perhaps cancelling it altogether. But he didn't.

It's also a lesson in courage. It took courage for him to
persist when he could not be at his best.

It's also a lesson in humility. Not being able to play at his
best, he had to be willing to play as well as he could with
only one string.

It is important to remember during this present crisis, that
God knows how many strings we have at our disposal. God
knows if we have four, three, two or only one. Perhaps we're
in such a crisis that we feel as though we don’t have any
strings at all!

God knows and God understands. Let's just tell God that we
are willing to serve God with as many “strings” as we have
left, and we can also say the prayer below. Timothy Merrill

In-Person Worship to Resume

Following a joint meeting of the Administrative Councils of Charleston and Clark Trinity United Methodist Churches,
it has been determined that in-person worship will resume on Sunday, June 14, 2020.

The following guidelines will be observed closely. Please notice and heed highlighted items.

IN GREEN PHASE, THE FOLLOWING MEASURES MUST BE UNDERTAKEN TO MINIMIZE INFECTION RISK DURING ANY IN-
PERSON GATHERINGS, PER THE CDC (www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-ncov/php/faith-based.html)

*Soap, hand sanitizers with at least 60% alcohol, tissues, and no-touch trash cans must be available

*Clean and disinfect frequently touched surfaces and shared items after each use per CDC guidelines
(https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-ncov/community/disinfecting-building-facility. html). If multiple services are
offered, allow ample time in between for thorough cleaning and disinfection

*Gathering outdoors is preferable

*Ventilation systems should be operating properly and circulation of outdoor air should be increased as much as
possible (e.g., opening doors and windows)

*Use physical guides to ensure at least 6 feet between all in attendance. Consider how this can be done in small,
highly trafficked spaces like bathrooms and hallways.

*Cloth face coverings should be worn by everyone age 2 and older

sLimit sharing of touched objects, such as bulletins, hymnals, Bibles, and offering plates

*Forego hugging and handshakes

Continue to offer safer alternatives to in-person worship services, such as online worship and outdoor events with
necessary social distancing and hygiene measures in place

*Develop a plan to track attendance, identify those who have symptoms or have been exposed to COVID-19, and
notify local health officials and other congregants about potential exposure while maintaining confidentiality
*Encourage older adults and those with chronic medical conditions to remain at home and participate virtually
*Post signs to remind people of measures in place to prevent infection

CHURCHES SHOULD FOREGO OTHER HIGH-RISK ACTIVITIES, including singing, passing offering plates and sharing
communion, for now.

PLEASE NOTICE:

There will be NO Coffee Time before worship and NO after worship meals. Also, if you choose to fellowship with one
another, practice social distancing.

We will have available masks and hand sanitizer at the entry. Please bring disinfectant wipes to sanitize your own area
following worship.
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
